	PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITY – GOV.UK November 2014 (For births registered in England and Wales)
All mothers and most fathers have legal rights and responsibilities as a parent - known as ‘parental responsibility’. A mother automatically has parental responsibility for her child from birth. A father usually has parental responsibility if he is:
*married to the child’s mother,
*listed on the birth certificate (from 1 December 2003).
If the parents of a child are married when the child is born, or if they’ve jointly adopted a child, both have parental responsibility. They both keep parental responsibility if they later divorce.
An unmarried father can only get legal responsibility for his child in 1 of 3 ways:
*jointly registering the birth of the child with the mother (from 1 December 2003),
*getting a parental responsibility agreement with the mother,
*getting a parental responsibility order from a court.
If you have parental responsibility, your most important roles are to:
*provide a home for the child,
*protect and maintain the child.
All persons with parental responsibility must be treated equally by schools and the Local Authority unless court orders exist limiting an individual’s exercise of their parental responsibility.
